BACKGROUND
 
This project consists of reconstruction of the center portion of the bridge. The outer 
portions were reconstructed several years ago. The remaining original steel I-beams 
and deck will be removed. New concrete abutments and one interior bent will be 
placed along with a cast-in-place concrete deck that matches the previous 
reconstruction. When complete, the entire bridge will have been replaced.

This project has been designed to meet Denton County standards. Denton County will 
manage this project. All site inspections and material testing will be conducted by the 
County or our representative.

The Denton County Sheriff's Office Juvenile Impact Progam addresses the need for an early intervention and diversionary 
program designed to reduce juvenile crime in Denton County. To support this need, the "Juvenile Impact Program" has been 
created.

This is a briefer period of time than last reported before but this brings the information to the most 
current reportable data. Juveniles were referred by Municipal Courts, Teen courts, JP courts, Juvenile Courts, Juvenile Probation 
Officers, parents and School Counselors, out of the total number of juveniles attending the program statistics show that the top 
five crimes/behaviors problems committed are Truancy (206), Drug Use (48), Assault (48), Theft (37), and Runaway (22). 
Further a correlation of these behaviors show that truancy was found to be a strong factor in committing other crimes. Statistics 
were maintained on a total of 20 criminal titles/behaviors. Other statistics were collected in such areas as Ethnicity, income, 
parental education, family status I.E.: Single parent and other family members arrested.

The Denton County Sheriff's Office Juvenile Impact Program was formed as a accountability based program that places juveniles 
face to face with the consequences of delinquent or criminal behavior. This is accomplished by in-depth dialogue between 
participating juveniles and law enforcement personnel and current juvenile offenders from the Texas Youth Commission. This 
dialogue puts special attention on gang participation, drug and alcohol abuse and the affect they have on behaviors that lead to 
jail or prison. This allows a coordinated effort between juvenile courts and probation officers to be more effective and efficient in 
reducing the recidivism rate of juvenile offenders. This program provides a level of protection for students, as well as for school 
personnel and the community as a whole. The program coordinator also maintains and updates referral information for the 
parents of the participating juveniles.

COMMENTS:
This application seeks continued funding thru the Office of the Governor- Criminal Justice Division for the Juvenile
Accountability Grant for the period of August 1, 2008 through July 31, 2009. This is a current program included in the FY
2008 Adopted Budget. If awarded, this will be the tenth consecutive year that Denton County will receive funding for this
project. Denton County will be obligated for a $44,979 cash match based on estimated expenses for FY2009.

The purpose of the Juvenile Accountability Block Grant program is to develop programs that promote greater accountability
in the juvenile justice system. This grant enables Denton County to maintain and administer a full-time education program
that holds juvenile offenders accountable for their behavior. Juveniles are referred to this program by Municipal Courts,
Teen Courts, JP Courts, Juvenile Courts, Juvenile Probation Officers, Parents and School Counselors. This allows juvenile
courts and probation officers to be more effective and efficient in reducing the recidivism rate of juvenile offenders.  

The Juvenile Impact program is a four hour, face to face look at the consequences of delinquent or criminal behavior.
During this four hours juveniles are confronted about their behavior and ability to make right choices, by the program
coordinator, a Deputy with the Sheriff's Office. Teen aged inmates from the Texas Youth Commission speak with the
juveniles. A tour of the jail is given and a vivid description of jail and prison life is given by inmates from the Denton County
Jail. The programs goal is to reduce juvenile crime in Denton County. Both juveniles and their parents fill out evaluation
forms at programs end. Goals for this division are to reduce juvenile crime in Denton County, improve and expand parental
resource information, expand on the presentation tools used in the program, develop and provide a family referral packet,
and to improve the relationship between the Denton County Sheriff's Office, community and the courts.

EXECUTIVE ORDER OF THE DENTON COUNTY  

COMMISSIONERS COURT 
 

WHEREAS, by Declaration issued on January 8, 2008, the Commissioners Court of Denton County declared a state of 
disaster for Denton County, resulting from the potential threat of wildfires due to drought and adverse weather conditions; and 
 
WHEREAS, said state of disaster requires that certain emergency measures be taken pursuant to the Texas Disaster Act of 
1975 relating to Emergency Management, specifically §418.108(a) of the Government Code and 418.012 through RP 32-
Executive Order; 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, the following regulations shall take effect immediately upon issuance of this order and shall remain 
in effect until the state of disaster is terminated:    
 
Use of a combustible material or knowingly and willingly allowing the use of a combustible material on private property or in 
any outdoor environment by any person is prohibited.    
    
   Combustible materials include, but are not limited to, the use of all 1.4 G fireworks (retail), discarding of cigarettes or    
   other flammable materials, materials used in activities such as welding and any other activity that could  
   result in a fire.   
 
   OUTDOOR COOKING 

• All outdoor cooking or open flame device is prohibited 
i. Unless the cooking device is propane or natural gas and has a complete and full enclosure that is utilized 

at all times. 
ii. Unless the cooking device is wood or charcoal  and has a complete and full enclosure that is utilized, and 

all areas around the cooking device shall be clear of vegetation and/or combustible materials or debris for 
a 5’ radius  

    
Where welding must be performed in the field, the following mitigating efforts will be in  
    force until the fire emergency declaration has expired. 
 
OPEN HOTWORK 

• All areas where welding, cutting or grinding operations are being performed will be free of  
 vegetation and/or combustibles  for at least thirty feet in all directions; 
• Winds speed must be no more than 20 miles per hour while performing welding, cutting or  
 grinding operations outside of approved barriers or enclosures; 
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• Relative humidity must be above 25% 
• Each site will have the ability to call 911 for emergency response; 
• A dedicated fire watch person will attend each welder, cutter, grinder or any activity that 
 causes a spark; 
• A minimum of one (1) water pressure fire extinguisher or pressurized water source per fire watch person is                        

required; 
• If an emergency exists where welding has to be performed, the Fire Marshal may issue a  

                        temporary exception to the order. 
• All persons must report the intent to perform hot work to Denton County Emergency Services at 

940-349-2840 prior to work commencing.  Unreported hot work is in violation of this order. 
 
ENCLOSED HOTWORK 

• All welding, cutting and grinding operations may be performed in a total welding enclosure, 
 or “welding box”, that is sufficiently high to control sparks and includes a fire retardant cover 
 over the top.   
• All areas where welding, cutting or grinding operations are being performed will be free of  
 vegetation and/or combustibles  for at least twenty feet in all directions; 
• Winds speed must be no more than  22 miles per hour while performing welding, cutting or  
 grinding operations; 
• Relative humidity must be above 20% 
•  Each site will have the ability to call 911 for emergency response; 
• A dedicated fire watch person will attend each welder, cutter, grinder or any activity that 
 causes a spark; 
• A minimum of one (1) water pressure fire extinguisher or pressurized water source per fire watch person is                        

required; 
• Where welding (above ground and sub-surface) is required in an area where there is a potential for a 

hazardous atmosphere, barriers will be substituted for total enclosures (e.g. “wind walls”) to prevent sparks 
from coming in contact with any combustible material and/or vegetation    
                                                                                                             
ii.  The barriers will be installed to allow ventilation of the work area and ingress and egress to the work 

  area for personnel safety; 
iii. Sub-surface, or “bell hole”, welding and grinding operations within approved excavations are allowed 
      if all other “enclosed” mitigation efforts are in compliance;                            

• If an emergency exists where welding has to be performed, the Fire Marshal may issue a temporary 
exception to the order. 

• All persons must report the intent to perform hot work to Denton County Emergency Services 940-349-
2840 prior to work commencing.  Unreported hot work is in violation of this order.

C Misdemeanor, punishable by a fine up to $500.00.
