The Juvenile Probation Department recommends the purchase of 5 Blackberry 883(0's with Licenses and chargers and
replacement of the department's (4) current handsets (office pool mobile phones) with (4) Motorola 1335's. Recommendation
includes a rate plan that pools the department's minutes. The department requests the approval of this budget amendment by the
Commissioners Court.

BACKGROUND/JUSTIFICATION

Increasing funds in the department's Mobile Phone Expense line items will allow the department to purchase, for|
