Background: Denton County, through its Health Department, is an authorized agent of the State
of Texas for the implementation and regulation of on-site sewage facilities for certain areas in
Denton County. This Court last adopted an Order revising Denton County’s regulation of on-
site sewage facilities October 16, 2007, and now wishes to make further revisions to said Order.
Before the Commissioners Court can adopt a revised Order, a Public Hearing must be held. The
purpose of this Agenda Placement is to schedule the hearing as required by law, so as to permit
posting of Notice of Public Hearing. The recommended date for the Public Hearing is January
13, 2009 at 9:00 am. The Aide to the Court will need to publish Notice of the Public Hearing in
the Denton Record-Chronicle. The notice must be published at least 72 hours prior to the public
hearing date. The Texas Commission on Environmental Quality can not sign the Order until
they receive from Denton County the Publisher’s affidavit from the newspaper in which the
public notice was published (at least 72 hrs prior to public hearing); a copy of the Notice as it
appeared in the newspaper; a certified copy of the minutes from the Commissioners Court’s
meeting when Order was approved; and a certified copy of the adopted and approved Order.

Legal Information: Texas Headlth and Safety Code, Chapter 366, authorizes a local
government to regulate the use of on-site sewage facilities in its jurisdiction in order to abate or
prevent pollution or injury to public health arising out of the use of on-site sewage facilities.
