Senior 4-H’ers
14 to 18 years old

4-H Leader Forms
4-H Leaders must complete both sides of the Leader
Form and submit with $6.00 for background
screening.  This process is usually completed once,
but can be repeated.  

4-H Clubs must on an annual basis
1. Renew club charters 
2. Submit Club Financial Review
3. Prepare and submit annual plan 
First three items due in September of current year.
4. Submit list of newly elected 4-H officers
Item four is due in May right after elections.
